The Port of Clarkston’s regular meeting for April 14, 2011, was brought to order by Commission Chair Wayne Tippett at the Port of Clarkston office with the Pledge of Allegiance.  A quorum was present.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES -- Motion made by Commissioners Jackson/Davis approving the minutes of the regular meeting March 7th and design charette April 6th as presented.  Motion unanimously carried.

PUBLIC AGENDA ITEMS -- None
NEW BUSINESS

1. Discussion of use of transportation impact area for creation of County stormwater utility versus the urbanized area — Does the Port want to weigh in on this issue?  The Port Commissioners decided to leave the decision up to the County Commissioners.  Therefore, we will not be developing and expressing opinions on this matter.
2. Conceptual approval of lease with USGS for ½ acre at 375 14th Street -- Modifications to our lease were noted.  They are a federal agency and pay in arrears and will pay by direct deposit.  Motion made by Commissioners Jackson/Davis approving conceptually the lease with USGS as presented.  Motion unanimously carried.   


3. Authorize the Port Manager to re-submit the EDA Grant (for the third time). The Port Manager discussed the implications of a resubmission to the U.S. Dept. of Commerce Economic Development.  The greatest impact relates to the requirement of more match money from the Port. Motion made by Commissioners Davis/Jackson authorizing the Port Manager to re-submit the EDA Grant for the 3rd time.  Motion unanimously carried.

4. Recommended selection of Fisher Systems from Small Works Roster for the design, procurement of hardware, installation and on-going technical support of a Port Security System relating to the FEMA Grant awarded to the Port.  Motion made by Commissioners Davis/Jackson approving the selection of Fisher Systems as the Vendor/Contractor for  the Security System for the Port.   Motion unanimously carried.   


5. Authorize Port Manager to enter into an agreement with Fisher Systems (relates to Item #4)  Motion made by Commissioners Davis/Jackson authorizing the Manager to enter into an agreement with Fisher Systems for the purchase and installation of the Security System for the Port.  Motion unanimously carried.
6. Annual Labor Relations Institute – May 11 -13, Yakima sponsored by AWC, Enduris endorsed. It was decided that no one will be attending this training this year.

7. EWFOA Meeting, Spokane, May 13 – It was decided that no one will attend this meeting.
8. WPPA Spring Meeting – Blaine WA – May 18-20  It was decided not to send someone to this meeting due to the meeting’s distance from our Port.

9. PNWA Mid-Year Meeting – Coeur d’ Alene – June 27-29  Motion made by Commissioners Davis/Jackson approving attendance by the Manager and all three Commissioners.  Motion unanimously carried.

10. Other meetings/conferences:  Renewable Energy Conf. in Port Angeles in Sept;  From WPPA: a) June - Finance & Admin seminar; b) July - Port Directors Seminar; c) August - Public Relations Seminar; d) September – Trade & Econ Dev Seminar; e) October - Environmental Seminar; f) October - Small Ports Seminar; WFOA Annual Conf, Sept 13-16—Spokane; PNWA Annual Meeting, October—Portland – These meetings/trainings were discussed but nothing definite until we get closer to the dates of the meetings.
11. Other training:  Fiber Optic 1-2-3 ($800 for 2-day course at Boise, Seattle, Helena or other easy to reach location) The Commissioners authorized the Port Manager to attend one of the meetings.  Other staff may be authorized to attend future trainings.  
12. Staff recommendation:  Increase cost of RV dump station to $5 per use.  Motion made by Commissioners Jackson/Davis  authorizing the increase of the dump fee increase to $5.00 .  Motion unanimously carried.
13. Corps policy on pesticides – There was a long discussion on this subject.   The Port Manager recommended engaging with the Corps on this issue because it creates problems and additional expenses for the Port.    The Commissioners approved the Port Manager to continue the discussion with the Corps and authorized Commissioner Jackson to assist, given his decades of experience in this field. 
14. Port Security Grant:  The Port Manager presented a revised budget on the FEMA grant which reduces Port match to $0.  Motion made by Commissioners Davis/Jackson  authorizing the budget change to the FEMA Grant budget.  Motion unanimously carried.
RESOLUTIONS:  2011-06   Title:  A Resolution Authorizing Application for Federal Funding Assistance for a U.S. Department of Commerce Economic Development Administration (EDA) Funding for Acquiring Land and Constructing the New Sustainable Business Park.  Motion made by Commissioners Davis/Jackson approving Resolution 2011-06 as presented.  Motion unanimously carried.   


RECURRING AGENDA ITEMS:

1. Accounts receivable status report  --  In packets    
2. Permitting – POP server on marina lease - 
Wanda provided the Corps with a site selection study report on the land where the Port wants to locate the POP server for broadband which happens to be on Corps property.  Additionally, we had to write a check to the Corps for $850 to review this project and the study.     An AARPA was also required.  Motion made by commissioners Jackson/Davis allowing the Port Manager to continue on the Broadband project regardless of what it entails and continue on the project and all of the issues.  Motion unanimously carried.   

OLD BUSINESS
1.  Additional comments/reflections on layout of sustainable business park as a result of design charette.
Wanda provided a color-coded map to the Commissioners and explained all of the color details and what grants would cover the different areas on the map.
2. Update on construction projects

a. Sanitary sewer connection to sustainable business park – 90% complete
b. Improvements at Granite Lake Park (paving, handrail/guardrail, hydro-seeding)  Paving: ground is ready and asphalt completed today. Handrail/guardrail: completed; Hydro-seeding: should take place in about two weeks.  The only thing left is to finish the punch list.
3. Update on other grant awards/projects (sidewalks on Port Way)  The design of the sidewalks is in process.  Because WASHDOT has special ways and requirements of doing things, they are dealing with Progressive directly on the agreement language and the overhead costs.
