APPROVAL OF MINUTES –  a) Minutes of the July 12, 2011 regular meeting b) Minutes of the August 4, 2011 special meeting

Motion made by commissioners Davis/Jackson approving the minutes of the  July 12th and  August 4th Special meeting  as presented.  Motion unanimously carried.

NEW BUSINESS

1. Michelle Bly-- Professional Services Agreement for sidewalks on 9th and Port Drive—authorize Port Manager to sign

Motion made by Commissioners Davis/Jackson authorizing the Port Manager to sign the Professional Services Agreement with Progressive Engineering for the sidewalk project.  Motion unanimously carried.

2. Tina Davidson—ADO for Asotin County, SEWEDA

Tina provided handouts to the commissioners.  She explained her job as ADO for Asotin County and mentioned how grateful she is for the help she receives from the Port of Clarkston, especially the help she receives from Wanda.  She is very involved with the community and the Chamber of Commerce.
  
Partners she works with are CEDA, Asotin County, Valley Vision, Ports, City of Clarkston – Community Development, Chamber Committees, NIMA,  Asotin County Health Department, Skills Panel, Snake River Boat Builders Export Program, Alive After Five, and several others.  
3. Determination of Non-significance—sidewalk project

Motion made by Commissioners Davis/Jackson determining the sidewalk project non-significant.  Motion approved unanimously.  

4. Authorize Manager to sign the Permission to Assign Lease for Cook Brothers 
Motion made by Commissioners Davis/Jackson authorizing the Port Manager to sign the Permission to Assign Lease for Cook Brothers.  Motion approved unanimously.  

5. Selection of consultant for engineering services—telecommunications project

Motion made by Commissioners Davis/Jackson authorizing the Port Manager to enter into an agreement with Access Consulting for Professional Services for the  Broadband project.  Motion unanimously carried.

6. Authorize vote on WPPA replenishment of reserve relating to building purchase

1.  Do we want to vote by proxy;  2. Do we pay $1,052 at once or $210 per year for 5 years.  

Motion made by Commissioners Davis/Jackson authorizing the Port Manager to vote by proxy on WPPA replenishment of reserve relating to building  purchase and pay the $1,052 as a one-time payment and approve  the bylaws and resolution as presented.  Motion unanimously carried.

7. Lease with Clearwater Seed:  building approval + lease clean-up plus fire hydrants

Motion made by commissioners Davis/Jackson approving the lease amendment with Clearwater seed as presented.  Motion unanimously carried.   

Motion made by commissioners Davis/Jackson approving the installation of a new fire hydrant as noted on the map  with the price of the hydrant being split 50/50 with Clearwater Seed and approving the  layout of the new building they will be constructing.  Motion unanimously carried.   


8. Change in HUBZone designation for Census Tract 9803 (Now called 9603)

Wanda explained what happened after the census information came out and the de-designation of the HUBZone for JPI Worldwide.  This change goes into effect October 1, 2011.  Wanda is working with the legislative people in trying to grandfather the area back into a HUBZone.  JPI employees 33 people and we need to keep them in Clarkston. 
9. 6-Year Transportation Plan

We are working on a 6-year transportation plan for the Port.  We did this in 2010 and we would like to work on this again and add our other projects to the plan.  We need to have a public hearing on this and provide it to the RTPO and MPO.    Motion made by Commissioners Davis/Tippett authorizing the Port Manager to continue with the 6-year plan as she presented and schedule a public hearing on the plan.  Motion unanimously approved.
10. Plan for creating 2012 budget—strategic planning/workplan development first?

Provided each of the Commissioners a draft Budget Timeline for their review.  Budget workshop will be October 10, 2011 at 9:00 a.m.
11. PNWA Annual Meeting  - Portland - Oct. 12-14  ($139 per day + $29 parking) -Retirement Celebration for Glenn on the 12th 5-8 pm

MANAGER’S REPORT

1. Calendar – Wanda provided a copy of her calendar to the Commissioners
2. Amphitheatre and boat dock conflicts.  Wanda explained what happened on Sunday during a Wedding and people trying to use the boat dock.  Wanda will go down there Saturday during the wedding and see if signs being placed on the dock notifying people that the dock will be closed for a weddi9ng from 4-5 p.m. and see if that will work.
3. Hosting luncheon for in-bound trade mission—Snake River Boat Builders Export Program.  The Port of Clarkston would like to host the luncheon at Roosters during the first day of their visit to Clarkston.  It would be on the 7th of  September.  The reception will be held on the 8th from 5-8 pm at the Quality Inn.  
4. Pioneer Ports Meeting tonight – Just a reminder Marvin will chair the meeting because Wayne is out of town.
5. WSDOT Transportation Commission in Clarkston Sept. 20—Ports on panel at 1:30 p.m.   This will be discussed tonight during the Pioneer Ports Meeting.
6. Landfill turns 50 in 2012 – any last improvements we want to make to Granite Lake Park in 2011?     All of the garbage will become artifacts.  At one time we wanted to install more lighting throughout the Park.  We could install part of the project now, the part that involves digging, then complete the remainder of the project later.  
7. Chamber Leadership training opportunity Sept. 21 (Twelve O’Clock High)  All of the commissioners agreed Wanda could attend.
8. Safety Fest October 25-28 – free classes, CPR for sure, possibly other classes.  We need to have three employees take the CPR class so that it will be free instead of having to pay for it through a private party.
9. Easement renewal—pump-out station at Hells Canyon Resort – Because 10 years has passed, the pump out station does not require any easement renewal, it will just work through  the lease.
