APPROVAL OF MINUTES – a) Minutes of the June 9, 2011 regular meeting; b) Minutes of the June 27, 2011 special meeting; (Note that 6/29/11 special meeting cancelled). Motion made by Commissioners Jackson/Davis approving the minutes of the  June 9th and June 27th Special meeting  as presented.  Motion unanimously carried.

PUBLIC AGENDA ITEMS -- None
NEW BUSINESS

1. Declaring equipment surplus -- Motion made by Commissioners Davis/Jackson declaring the listed security system equipment to be surplus.  Motion unanimously carried.


2. Authorize Port Manager to make application to Port Security Grant Program 2008 – 25% Match Required (refer to resolution below) -- Motion made by Commissioners Jackson/Davis authorizing the Port Manager to apply for funds under the Port Security Grant Program for 2008.  Motion unanimously carried.  

3. The Port Manager recommended a contract modification with P’Chelle International for the Snake River Boat Builders export program.  Additional funding had been secured through the Center for Excellence so that the booth in January in Dusseldorf could be larger and better positioned.  Since these costs go through the contractor, it was necessary to adjust the agreement.  Motion made by Commissioners Jackson/Davis authorizing the Port Manager to modify the contract with P’Chelle by adding an additional $3,000 to the contract amount.  Motion unanimously carried.  

4. Transfer ownership of water and sewer connections to Asotin County PUD via two agreements (plus Resolution below).  Motion made by Commissioners Jackson/Davis authorizing the Port Manager to  enter into an agreement with PUD to transfer ownership of the water and sewer connections from the Port to PUD.   Motion unanimously carried.  

5. Authorize Port Manager to enter into agreement with Lewis-Clark Grain Terminal to install security equipment at grain terminal.  Motion made by Commissioners Jackson/Davis authorizing the Port Manager to enter into an agreement with  LC Terminal to install security equipment at the grain terminal.   Motion unanimously carried.  Since the LC Terminal is also meeting today to sign the agreement, we will have Port Commissioners sign as they drop by the office after the signed document has been delivered from the LC Terminal.
6. The Port Manager recommended going forward now on the planned 9th Street/Port Drive sidewalk improvements.  Putting that project out to bid at the same time as the Port Way sidewalk should result in cost savings.  The difference is that the Port will have to pick up 100% of the costs for 9th Street & Port Drive sidewalks—both design and construction. Motion made by Commissioners Jackson/Davis authorizing the Port Manager to proceed with sidewalks on the west side of 9th Street and on the north side of Port Drive from 9th to 1020 Port Drive, using Port resources.  Motion unanimously carried.  

7. The Port of Clarkston will host the next Pioneer Ports meeting.  Commissioners authorized moving forward with arrangements, perhaps on August 9. The staff will follow-up with the other Ports and select a date that is convenient for everyone.  It was agreed that we should also invite the Port of Garfield and the Port of Columbia.
8. The Commissioners approved a Moose Lodge-sponsored “Special Event” in Granite Lake Park in August, granting permission to close that portion of park and allow alcoholic beverages.  
9. Doug Mattoon, Executive Director of Valley Vision, addressed the Commissioners regarding Valley Vision and what their accomplishments have been and what they are planning in the future.  Half of their funding is from personal donations and the other half is from public investors.  Their main objectives are workforce development, business retention and expansion, and business recruitment.  

10. Prevailing Wage Workshop – Spokane Aug 30th.  The Commissioners concurred with the recommendation that the Port Manager attend this class.  There is no registration fee for the class.  
RESOLUTIONS:  
Resolution 2011-08
A Resolution Authorizing Application for Federal Funding Assistance from the US Department of Homeland Security FY 2008 PSGP.  Motion made by Commissioners Davis/Jackson approving Resolution 2011-08 as presented.  Motion unanimously carried.  

Resolution 2011-09    A Resolution Authorizing Transfer of Ownership of Water and Sewer Lines Connecting Sustainable Business Park to the Public Utility District #1 of Asotin County.  Motion made by Commissioners Jackson/Davis approving Resolution 2011-09 as presented.  Motion unanimously carried.  
RECURRING AGENDA ITEMS:

1. Accounts receivable status report  --  In packets
2. Permitting – sidewalk project, telecommunications project – Wanda provided an update to the Commissioners.  WSDOT will be the lead agency for the project.  
OLD BUSINESS
1. Update on telecommunications roll-out.  We are working on a franchise agreement with the City of Clarkston.  The Port Manager anticipates working directly with their Administration Committee on the terms of the agreement. 
2. Report on “kick-off” of second phase of design—sustainable business park.  The Port Manager met with Landmark and JUB in Coeur d’Alene June 29 to kick off this design round.
3. The Port Manager discussed the fact that we have received a letter of conditions from USDA on the telecommunications connectivity grant, meaning we will be receiving the $50,000 we requested. The Port Manager also provided an update to the Commissioners on the other grants.  Summarized, we are still waiting to hear on both the EDA grant request for the sustainable business park and the Port Security grant through the 2011 FEMA Grant application.
COMMISSIONER REPORTS
Commissioner Jackson said that the PNWA meeting in Coeur D’Alene went well, and they had good information to share.
Commissioner Davis asked about the brewery and if things got settled for them (executive session item).  He also talked about the fact that Glenn Vanneslow will be retiring from PNWA.  Commissioner Davis was impressed with the information shared at the PNWA meeting relating to past and future lock closures and the repair work that needs to be done at the lower Snake dams.  Very interesting information about the treaty between the United States and Canada and the power they have for sale.  Commissioner Davis would like to see a crosswalk put in on Port Dr. from WalMart to the Port side of the street.  He also said that the sewer on Port Dr., near Grasslands West, needs to be raised or some asphalt placed around the site.  It is causing a hazard in the road.  It was agreed that the Port Manager would talk to the City Public Works director about the road/cross walk issues.
Commissioner Tippett agreed that the PNWA meeting was very informative and interesting. 
MANAGER’S REPORT
The Port Manager provided a copy of her calendar to the Commissioners.   We published the Port newsletter in the Lewiston Tribune Sunday, July 10, 2011. The Business After Hours we co-hosted with Progressive Engineering on June 16 was well attended even though the weather was not good.
Report on PNWA conference:  Wanda added to the report provided by Commissioners that she had been most surprised by the Consolidated Tribes conclusion that hatchery and wild fish were genetically the same.

The Port Manager recommended that we buy a storage shed for office supplies and equipment needed in the surrounding area. The Commissioners agreed that one is needed.
Budget to Actual Report for the year – A copy of this document, created quarterly, was provided to each of the Commissioners.  Revenues are currently higher than expected, expenses lower than expected.
Vandalism occurred on our recreational boat dock.  Police called and report was made.  The vandals were identified and the police will prosecute when the Port provides them with the value of the damage that was done.  In calculating costs, we will include the time spent by Port staff in identifying options for clean-up and cleaning up the damage on this specific incidence.
Cost increase on audit – The State Auditors office sent a letter stating that they are raising their rates 6.5%.
