APPROVAL OF MINUTES -- Motion made by commissioners Jackson/Davis approving the minutes of the  May 12, 2011 meeting  as presented.  Motion unanimously carried.
PUBLIC COMMENTS – None
NEW BUSINESS

1. Jump Start Java request—fireworks stand – Gayla Lamb asked permission to recruit a fireworks stand to the vacant ground near her lease. Motion made by Commissioners Jackson/Davis authorizing the Port Manager to negotiate with the vendor of the fireworks stand.  Motion unanimously carried.

2. Wrap-up of construction contract with Granite Excavation -- Motion made by Commissioners Jackson/Davis authorizing the Port Manager to sign the final pay estimate and the certificate of completion of the project when all of the items on the punch list are completed.  Motion unanimously carried.

3. Award contract -- Motion made by Commissioners Jackson/Davis authorizing the selection of McCall’s Classic Construction for the fire lane improvements and dry well installation located by Grasslands West.  Motion unanimously carried.

4. Industrial park Phase 2 design — Motion made by Commissioners Jackson/Davis authorizing the Port Manager to enter into an agreement with Landmark/JUB for the Phase 2 design at the industrial park.   Motion unanimously carried.  

5. Conceptual approval—contract with Palouse RTPO for $2,500 -- Motion made by Commissioners Jackson/Davis authorizing the Port Manager to enter into an agreement, as necessary, with  Palouse RTPO for $2,500.   Motion unanimously carried.  

6. Selection of consultant to perform capacity analysis—crane dock.  Motion made by Commissioners Davis/Jackson authorizing the Port Manager to  enter into an agreement with Progressive Engineering to perform the capacity analysis of the crane dock.  Motion unanimously carried.  

7. Authorize Port Manager to apply for 2011 Port Security grant -- Motion made by Commissioners Jackson/Davis authorizing the Port Manager to  apply for funds under the Port Security Grant Program for 2011.   Motion unanimously carried.  

8. Allow use of Port’s cruise boat dock at no charge for special events July 9 and July 16 – The Port Manager explained the requests for day use only of cruise tour boat dock.  A large company will be having its summer picnic at the Quality Inn July 16, and people will be bringing their boats. Also, we have traditionally made the cruise boat dock available during the Rockin’ on the River event, which will occur on July 9 this year.  The Commissioners were in agreement that we could satisfy these requests, as long as the recreational boats do not interfere with the tour boats. 
9. PEBB decision to drop ports & local governments from dental, life & long-term disability coverage – Commissioners authorized the Port Manager to object to dropping the PEBB’s staff recommendation.

Resolution 2011-07
A Resolution Authorizing Application for Federal Funding Assistance from the US Department of Homeland Security FY 2011 PSGP -- Motion made by Commissioners Jackson/Davis approving Resolution 2011-07 as presented.  Motion unanimously carried.  

RECURRING AGENDA ITEMS:

1. Accounts receivable status report  --  In packets
2. Permitting – Rockin’ on the River, July 9 -- The Commissioners have some concern regarding alcohol and asked if we could speak to the Clarkston PD and the event sponsors regarding alcohol on the docks. 
OLD BUSINESS
1. Formal approval of agreement with Progressive Engineering for TE Sidewalk project (from conceptual to formal approval) -- Motion made by Commissioners Davis/Jackson authorizing the Port Manager to enter into an agreement with Progressive Engineering for the TE Sidewalk project.  Motion unanimously carried.  

2. Update on telecommunications roll-out
a. Motion made by Commissioners Davis/Jackson authorizing the Port Manager to enter into franchise agreements with the City of Clarkston and the County of Asotin.   Motion unanimously carried.  

b. Authorize RFQ for telecommunications engineering services -- After a short discussion, the Commissioners concurred with staff recommendations to hire an engineering firm to design our telecommunications project and authorized the Port Manager to move forward. 
c. USDA RBEG grant request—update on status.  We had hoped to have an answer by this meeting, but no new information was forthcoming.  We think we’re still in the running for a $50,000 request.
d. Permitting for Avista pole attachments – The Commissioners authorized the Port Manager to move forward with permitting pole attachments with Avista.
3. Update on other grant awards/projects 

a. RCO close-out of park grant – Park was inspected by Dan Haws, he liked what he saw and the project should be closed out within the next couple of weeks after which we will receive our retainage of $37,400.
b. Definite “no-go” on RCO-WWRP lighting, replace paths project

4. Lights at 1390 Commercial Way (12 T5 lights, 4 lamp fixtures gone:  12 T12; $85 credit per fixture:  Net cost:  $2,420).  The Commissioners approved the expenditure.
5. 1390 Fair Street – Walkthru of the building went well.  The building is in better shape than when we turned it over to the tenant.  Building is in a good location, zoned for manufacturing, but building is old and needs a new roof.  Staff have already advertised it for rent.
6. WPPA Port Director’s Meeting July 2011 – The Port Manager would like to attend, she feels that there is sufficient agenda items to make the trip worthwhile.  Motion made by Commissioners Jackson/Davis authorizing the Port Manager to attend the Port Director’s meeting in July.  Motion unanimously carried.  

COMMISSIONER REPORTS
Commissioner Jackson asked why the City is regulating what goes on in our Port Parks.  He does not feel this is correct.  The Port Manager explained that she has talked with the law enforcement personnel, and there is a possibility that the City will modify their ordinance so that we have control over the Port parks for special events.
