Motion made by Commissioners Jackson/Davis approving the WATER AND SEWER FACILITIES, MAINTENANCE AND OPERATIONS AGREEMENT AND OPTION between Asotin Public Utility District No. 1 and Port of Clarkston. Motion carried.

Item #2:
Motion made by Commissioners Jackson/Davis approving the INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT (CONDITIONAL LEASE) between County of Asotin and Port of Clarkston for roadways to be constructed within the new sustainable business park.  Motion carried.
Motion made by Commissioner Tippett/Davis recessing the meeting until 1:00 p.m.  Motion carried.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES -- Motion made by Commissioners Davis/Jackson approving the minutes of the  February 11TH meeting  as presented.  Motion unanimously carried.

NEW BUSINESS

Darrell Mills, owner of Thunder Jet, provided input on Snake River Boat Builders Export Program. Six dealers including himself, attended the Dusseldorf, Germany, Boat Show.  The booth was set up so that each of the dealers had a spot at the booth, three at a time.  It worked well, but the manufacturers would benefit from providing more input to booth set-up next time.  There was a little bit of a language barrier.  Darrell explained that he will have one or two boats at the show next year; it will be helpful in selling their products.  
The Port Commissioners discussed the recommendations of the selection committee to award the contract for design and engineering of the sidewalks along Port Way.  They also looked at the standard contract supplied by WSDOT for this kind of project.  Motion made by Commissioners Jackson/Davis to awarding the contract to Progressive Engineering, to authorize the Port Manager to enter into negotiations, and to move forward using the standard contract utilized by WSDOT.    Motion carried with conceptual approval regarding contract language.  The actual contract will be formally approved at a future Port Commission meeting.
Chamber Spring Break Tickets – April 8, 2011 – Quality Inn -- It was agreed that the Port will pay for staff and Commissioners to attend this annual Chamber fund-raiser.  If anyone brings a guest, they will have to pay for their guests.  
The Port Manager reported on a meeting with Wil Saunders new head of Washington State’s Department of Information Systems.  She explained that he had made a request to showcase the Port’s business retention success as a result of fiber project.  The Port Commissioners agreed that the tenant should be approached as to their interest in participating.
The Port Manager carried forward a request from Gayla Lamb regarding Jump Start Java’s Grand Opening—broadening it to a “Celebration of Spring.”   She would like to use the Port land to the west of her facilities so she can get a jumping castle, balloon rides, parking, etc. Motion made by Commissioners Jackson/Davis to allow Jump Start Java to use additional Port land for her celebration on April 1 and 2.  Motion carried. 
Staff recommended that the Port Auditor and possibly also the Port Manager travel to Spokane on April 13 to attend Enduris sponsored training:  “Procurement and Contracting Workshop.”  The consensus of the Commission was to have one or both go to the training in Spokane.
1. Contract approval with Granite Excavation for the sewer line project as well as the Notice to Proceed when appropriate.
Motion made by Commissioner Jackson/Davis authorizing the manager to enter into a contract with Granite Excavation to construct the sewer main to connect existing infrastructure to the
