APPROVAL OF MINUTES –  

1.  Minutes of the August 9, 2011  Regular Meeting

2.  Minutes of the August 25, 2011 Second Special Meeting 
Motion made by Commissioners Jackson/Davis to approve the above minutes as presented.  Motion unanimously carried.
PUBLIC AGENDA ITEMS -- None
NEW BUSINESS

1. Professional Services Agreement for telecommunications project—authorize Port Manager to sign.  Motion made by Commissioners Jackson/Davis giving the Port Manager discretion on the language in the contract and authorization her to sign the contract.  Motion unanimously carried.

2. 6-Year Transportation Plan—The Port Commissioners discussed and gave a green light to a public hearing on the Port’s transportation projects, although this is not required by law.  Staff explained that it was going slowly because data was entered into the old system but WSDOT has a new computer program and the data must all be re-entered because the two programs are not compatible.
3. Preparing for the 2012 budget workshop—strategic planning/workplan development

Staff provided a copy of the staff recommendations to the Commissioners for starting the budget process.  It was decided that we would not have the budget workshop on the 10th of October as one of the Commissioners will not be available, so a great deal of the budget was discussed today.

RECURRING AGENDA ITEMS
1. Accounts receivable status report  --  In packets (recommended Notice of Default)  Motion made by Commissioners Davis/Jackson to authorize the Port Manager to sign and send out the Notice of Default on the Grasslands Lease.  Motion unanimously carried.

2. Permitting – new sidewalk project & T.E. sidewalk project.  Updates were provided
OLD BUSINESS
1. Telecommunications project update:  we can begin expending funding; monitoring plan from Dr. Sappington provided; The Port received notice that we can now start expending funds from the grant of $50,000.  Dr. Sappington has provided us with a monitoring plan which was required by WSDOT and he will provide the monitoring while the project is under construction.   This is all part of the permitting process.  The SEPA was prepared and distributed two weeks ago.
2. Port Security project update:  The project is complete and all costs have been fully reimbursed. Cameras are up and running and we are waiting word of the 2011 grant round.  

3. Other grant/project updates -- CERB Grant for the sustainable business park is going well and so is the CERB Export Grant.  
4. WSDOT Transportation Commission in Clarkston Sept. 20.  The Port Manager explained that the Transportation Commission meeting does not come to this area very often for these meeting, so this gives everyone in our area,  (MPO’s, RTPO’s, PORTS, etc.) a chance to discuss our transportation projects.  The Ports are providing a presentation during the conference and the Commission will be going on a tour of the Ports at 2:30 that day.
5. Activities involving Challenge to de-designation of HUBZone for Census Tract 9803

The Port Manager brought the Commissioners up-to-date on the HUBZone mapping change scheduled for Oct 1, 2011, which affects the whole industrially zoned area in the city of Clarkston, and in particular impacts our tenant, JPI Worldwide.   According to a conversation with the SBA rep today, Wanda said that there are over 8,000 de-designated HUBZone areas that will be losing their designation.  Wanda will be meeting with the SBA representative at 4:00 p.m. today to discuss this problem.   The SBA rep did not think that there was anything that could be done at her level, this is a legislative decision.

MANAGER’S REPORT

1. Calendar

2. Snake River Boat Builders Export Program – Reception tonight Reminder – Quality Inn
3. Other – Artwork for archway on the new dock is not completed yet.  Archway is completed and the security cameras are mounted, but the artwork is not yet completed.  We are trying to get all of the work donated.
4. Phase 1 Environmental Study on the Poe building and property.  The Commissioners were given a copy of the Executive Summary Opinion of what needs to be accomplished prior to them vacating the property.  For example, oily spots on the ground need to be cleaned and/or removed before we would want to relieve the existing tenant of its responsibility.  

5. The building review that was done by Jerry Brotnov showed the Poe 
building to be in good condition, with some minor repairs to be made that could be agreed between the buyer and the seller of the property, but if the building was well cared for, it could last indefinitely.  Therefore, it is reasonable to grant a lease of five years to the party that wants to purchase the Poe building.
